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The seven member Commission continues to meet monthly at Town Hall. We have had a busy year of projects and programs. 

In May we hosted a dedication of the newest Veteran’s Memorial stone in front of Town Hall.  Stan Mercer served as our master of ceremonies; the students of the Chilmark School sang for us and the U.S. Coast Guard station at Menemsha provided us with the Color Guard.  Many Chilmark citizens and veterans attended the program.

Our summer program was a talk at the Library by Dr. William Kelso, an archeologist who has been uncovering the original site of the Jamestown colony in Virginia.  He also believes that he has found the gravesite of Bartholomew Gosnold The project was co-sponsored with the Chilmark Community Preservation Commission. The Commission also continued to work with the Community Preservation Commission in clearing the roadside stonewalls in town.

The Commission received permission to travel to Noman’s Land with the National Wildlife people with the intention of clearing and recording information on the cemetery on the island.  Weather interfered and we did not go in summer, ’08 but are hopeful for summer ’09.

Our ongoing project is the Mayhew Mitchell house in Quansoo.  We are working with the Sheriff’s Meadow Foundation in exploring ways that we might work to save this wonderful old house, possibly the oldest Chilmark house still standing.
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
