In 2012 there were seventeen burials at the Abel’s Hill Cemetery, which included five casket burials and twelve urns. Six full lots and two half lots were leased during the year. 
It is important to recognize that despite the existence of some undeveloped land to the west of the cemetery, there is a finite limit to the number of lots that will be available for the Town’s use.  Providing additional land for the future should be an important part of Chilmark’s long-term planning. 
In October Coco Adams resigned as Superintendent to accept a position off-Island.  We are greatly indebted to her for her dedication and conscientious attention to cemetery affairs.  The vacancy created by her departure has been filled by Jennifer Morgan who is very well qualified, having been Cemetery Superintendent in Edgartown.
In September Commissioner Jane Slater resigned and Brian Cioffi
was appointed to fill her term until Town elections in April.  Over the years Jane has contributed knowledge, wisdom, advice and continuity to the Commission and has been a great source of support to her co-commissioners. 

Finally, the Commissioners would like to express their thanks to Jennifer Christy who has accepted applications for the leasing of lots, prepared deeds, entered burial data and undertaken the myriad of tasks associated with maintaining the records.  We are greatly indebted to her for all her hard work.
