FY2011 Town Funding Request, Vineyard Health Care Access Program:

In FY2010, voters in the Town of Chilmark supported the Vineyard Health Care Access Program (the Access program) in 2 separate warrant articles.

The first warrant article was placed on the Town warrant by the County. The amount requested was based on an agreement made in 2008 between the County and all Towns to share a portion, one third, of the costs of the Access Program. In FY2009 that amount, around $90,000, was shared 50% by the County with remaining $50,000 divided among the 6 Island Towns and apportioned based on the equalized valuation formula. In FY2010 the Town share is 60% ($53,318) and the County share is 40% ($35,546). 

In FY2010 Chilmark’s share of the $53,318 is $8,030, or 15.1%, based on the equalized valuation formula.     

The second warrant article was placed on the Town warrant by the Vineyard Health Care Access Program in order to avoid severe cuts to services due to decreased grant funding. The total requested of all Towns under this set of articles was $51,972. This total was apportioned using the 50/50 formula utilized for Town funding by the Dukes County Regional Housing Authority (50% based on equalized valuation, 50% based on population).

In FY2010 Chilmark’s share of the $51,972 is $5,577 or 10.7%, based on the 50/50 equalized valuation/population formula.     

Note: The Access Program’s total budget for FY2010 is $240,120.

Based on the assumption that Towns will once again require level funding for County programs we are submitting 2 warrant articles:

1. The total based on the FY2009 (with level funding from that year) for the County-Town partial funding of the VHCAP is $88,863.94. Based on the agreement for 70% Town funding ($62,204.76) and 30% County funding ($26,659.18) for FY2011, Chilmark’s share of the $62,204.76 is $9,374.26, or 15.07%, based on the equalized valuation formula. 

2. From the Access Program, based on the ongoing need for additional municipal support to avoid severe cuts to services, we are requesting a total additional amount of $61,136. Utilizing the 50/50 DCHRA formula, Chilmark’s share of this total is $6,559.89 or 10.73%.
