July 27, 2006

The meeting convened at 5:15 pm. All trustees were present as were the library director and the assistant librarian.

The minutes of the last meeting were accepted as written.

Art: Mrs. Slater is working with Tim Carroll to get Vincent photos for the December art show.

Bldg. & Grds.: Carlos Montoya presented bill for clearing and other garden work for $1728.05. The director will check to see if the sprinkler is still hitting the building.

-Emergency exit door in meeting room does not lock. Needs re-hanging?

-Rodney made a list of wear and tear in children’s room and elsewhere. Floors need re-urethaning; (original job not done well.)Children’s room and meeting room carpets will be cleaned at end of August.

-We need a new vacuum cleaner.

Programs: Mrs. Slater has talked to teachers from the American School for the Deaf and suggests we keep a file on the history of the deaf in Chilmark and possibly have a program involving input from Joan Poole Nash and Kay Silva. Ms Hierta  will start file and keep it up to date.

Finance: Ms. Hierta  noticed that the treasurer’s report and the auditor’s report had different figures for the Brickner Fund. She will investigate and get them to agree. It was decided to make ads for Brickner poetry contest bigger.

Correspondence: Ms. Hierta wrote to Constance Bernier telling her of the trustee’s decision to retain the Fables book she objected to. She also said she had moved the book from the teen shelves  to the adult shelves after a survey of other libraries showed that about half of them had the series in their  adult sections.

Circulation is still down. Proceeds from two weeks of used-book sales: $77.

There are plans for a tea to get new members for the Friends. Mr. Freed has written a sample  letter forwarded to the Friends as a suggestion for their fund-raising letter.

Ms. Hierta suggested using signage to ask patrons not to re-charge their wireless computer batteries  at the library.

She also plans to set up a kiosk near the circulation desk for fast Internet access for patrons who want to confirm reservations and the like to  avoid long lines at the computers.
