The meeting convened at 8:33. All trustees were present, as well as Ebba Hierta, director, and Kristin Maloney, assistant librarian.

The minutes of the last meeting were accepted as written.

Bldg. & Grds.: Ray Goselin,, the electrician, is unavailable. Mr. Freed will see if  Town Hall has someone to activate our alarm system.

Plaques: Mr. Freed  said that donors who have not responded to request for permission to be listed on plaques will be included. The plaques will be in place soon, with or without photo(s), which can be added later.

The "magnolia garden" is looking scruffy. Mr. Freed will ask Carlos Montoya "to look at it."

Programs: Wednesdays throughout summer are booked. As are many Thursdays. Attendance is good. Children's programs all up and running. Jules and Kate Feiffer will be featured at the Children's Book Fair.

Fin.: Budget spent as planned. Electricity remains high.

Director's report: Circulation remains down, across the board, as well as across the Island. Ms. Hierta suggested that two-year-old videos could be taken out for a week. It was so voted unanimously. MVLA dues are up. Their programs are worthwhile, and Mr. Freed said to pay for it out of the budget. Ms. Hierta is attending a series of workshops for directors who do not have an MLS so that we may continue to get state money. Director suggests replacement of 1996 computer and is investigating off-Island prices. It will cost $40 to dispose of the old one. Ms. Hierta and West Tisbury director, Howard Curtis, are discussing online options to enable patrons to view the collection online at home.

Mr. Freed met with Mr. Joslow to clear up confusion about the Friends Catherine A Thompson Staff Development Fund. (It's already in the budget.)The Friends will make suggestions, and the trustees will make final decision.

It was voted unanimously not to remove "Fables", the gothic novel for teenagers that Ms. Bernier objected to.

The trustees voted unanimously to permit Mrs. Prosterman to replace the damaged adult library chair-with-plaque. We will buy it and send her the bill.

The next meeting will be Thursday, July 27 at 5:15 pm.
