CHILMARK MOORING ASSIGNMENT COMMITTEE MINUTES 20070806 

PRESENT:   Dennis Jason, Alex Preston, Frank Fenner

ALSO PRESENT:    Richard Steves, Virginia Jones

Meeting opened at 0815

Frank remarked that he has been considering recommending purchase of a 10 foot and a 30 foot dock which would be to facilitate launching via trailers of boats as the dingy dock is so crowded.

Frank is curious to know for what period of time Jonathan Mayhew and Lynn Murphy rent/lease their moorings.   He will ask them

Frank:   Anxious to determine the ownership of dinghies at the dock in Quitsa…how do they get tagged to see if they are associated with a mooring or just people who wish to row around the pond.     Some ideas were presented which would include an extra sticker for use on a dinghy.   Dennis reported that the tags cost $600 to print and not sure how much an additional sticker would cost.

Discussion continued about the problem of aggrieved mooring permit holders who failed to renew their permit in a timely fashion.   Frank stated that the Regulations changed in November of 2005 and we only have to deal with folks who lost their moorings in 2005 and 2006;  no names from previous years..

Alex queried Howard Wall, and Edward Rabe.   He moved that they be reinstated.

Dennis said he has a legitimate concern that this appears to be a general amnesty (which Frank has stated he wishes to avoid) and could set a bad precedent.

Frank seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous to reinstall Wall and Rabe.

Richard:   restated a concern which is that this opens up a can of worms which are going to start to wriggle around.

The final decision is, from previous meeting and this, to reinstate Stuber, Wall, Holmes, Furlong and Rabe.

It was agreed that the CWRR should have a section (Q ) under GENERAL WATERWAYS RULES AND REGULATIONS stating that “All applications for moorings, slips and waiting lists must be renewed annually in writing between the dates of November 15 of the current year and January 15th (or the next business day) of the next year and received in Town Hall by noon on the 15th or the next business day.  All applicants are responsible for providing complete and current contact information – winter and summer mail address and phone number – ANNUALLY to the Harbormaster’s Office.”

It was decided that the HM’s office will send a registered letter, on the 16th of January or the next business day, to all non responsive mooring, mooring waiting, slip holders and slip waiting list names a registered letter notifying them that they are in jeopardy of losing their permit letter, slip or place and advising them that a response by registered or certified letter, or delivered by hand, must be received in Town Hall prior to noon on the 31st of January or the next business day.

Dennis suggested the following:

That there be one waiting list for each dock.

That if a person moves from one list to another list, you start at the bottom of the waiting list for that particular dock

Eliminate the “B” list for the floating dock

Meeting adjourned at 1000.
