Findings and recommendations:  The addition of nine 40-foot high poles that are 18 inches in diameter along the roads has aesthetic detriments to the rural character of the Town and the purpose and intents of the Roadside Districts of Critical Planning Concern.  The benefits to the Town from improved cell phone service are safety and convenience.  The additional coverage that will be provided to the municipal communications network for police, fire and emergency services will be valuable.  The Committee recommends moving the Hub facilities farther north on Map 13 Lot 29 to take advantage of the lower natural topography.  This will help screen and mitigate the impact of the Hub structures on the Roadside District and meet the Town’s zoning setback requirements for structures.  The Committee further recommends enclosing all of the proposed hub structures in a shingled shed that meets the Town’s building and zoning specifications for a structure in the Roadside District.  The applicant will need to meet with the Chilmark Plan Review Committee as outlined in the Town’s zoning bylaws to obtain a Special Permit and meet with the Conservation Commission for Nodes 4, 5, and 11.
