Description of the proposed development:  Tear down the current pre-existing, non-conforming single-family dwelling that has a roof ridge height of 21 feet above mean natural grade and does not meet the minimum setback distance from the lot line.  Subdivide the property to add land mass so the new structure conforms with the minimum setback distance from lot lines.  Build a new dwelling with a roof ridge height of 24 feet above mean natural grade.  The project is in the inland zone of the Vineyard Sound Coastal District.  Determine if the location is open or wooded terrain.

Findings and recommendations:   The location and property is a 50-year old woodland that does not meet the minimum height criteria for a wooded terrain classification.  The proposed new dwelling is architecturally consistent with Menemsha and the neighborhood.  It is unfortunate that the proposed new structure is tastefully designed but exceeds the roof ridge height for new structures in open terrain.  The Site Review Committee suggests the applicant consider renovating the existing, non-conforming structure in a manner that does not increase its current non-conforming traits.   

If a new design is proposed the applicant will need to return to the Site Review Committee.  
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
