Findings and recommendations:  After making a site visit on 7/26/06 the Committee classified the lot as open terrain which restricts the roof ridge heights to 18 feet above mean natural grade.  The Committee recommends reviewing the final plans with the Building Inspector to determine specific roof ridge heights for the various ridgelines.  The applicant will need a zoning special permit for the built-in pool and should review the timing of the pool construction as it relates to the construction of the “principal dwelling” with the Building Inspector.  The applicant will need to meet with the Chilmark Historical Commission and possibly the Massachusetts Historical Commission because of the archeological sensitivity of the lot.  The applicant will also need to meet with the Board of Health and the Squibnocket Pond Advisory Committee that is a sub committee of the Planning Board.  
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
