Description of the proposed development:  Construct a 5 bedroom, 7974 sq. ft. single-family residence with a 720 sq. ft. screened porch on a vacant 19.6-acre lot.  The roof ridge height will not exceed 18 feet above mean natural grade.  The septic system will be enlarged and the Board of Health has granted approval for the septic plan.  The project is in the Squibnocket Pond District.  The activity is not in the Conservation Commission’s jurisdiction as it is outside the 100-foot buffer zones as outlined in Order of Conditions SE 12 – 614 that permitted an archaeological scrape in 2010.

Findings and recommendations:   The Committee voted three in favor and one opposed to approve the project.  The opposing vote was based upon the Town’s inability to provide emergency vehicle access during extreme weather events that threaten the stability of the gated causeway into the Squibnocket Farm sub-division.  The ocean has breached the causeway several times over the years during high tides in extreme weather.  There is no secondary ingress or egress route for this sub-division.  The existing private causeway is the only access road which is maintained by the Squibnocket Farm Association.
The Committee also recommends the existing hay bale and silt fencing wetland and pond resource erosion control systems are re-built before and maintained during the construction.  They should be approved by the Conservation Agent before work begins and left in place until the final landscaping is established to stabilize the soils.

The Committee also recommends the owners periodically check their well water quality as this region’s ground water has been found to have high sodium content.

The project will have a minimal impact on the District.
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
