Findings and recommendations:  The applicant is requesting a waiver from Conservation Commission setbacks from wetland edges.  As planned, the proposed home would be approximately 51 feet from a wetland edge.  The entire house would be within the 100-foot buffer zone.  Because this is a substandard Youth Lot the applicants are seriously constrained with respect to complying with setbacks.  In considering this proposal, we are asked to consider whether the benefits of this project outweigh the detriments.  The Committee was unable to reach consensus.  The Conservation Commission representative disapproves.  The Planning Board representative admits to having approved the Form A subdivision, but now has serious reservations as to whether the site is viable.  As Conservation Officer, he would disapprove, and considers the detriments to be serious.  The elected representative asserts that in this situation the benefits outweigh the detriments.  “It is more important to have young people living and working in our Town.  It appears that people are more willing to grant Youth Lots in situations where the lots are compromised and it puts the recipients and the community in an awkward situation. I personally would rather not see the house pushed up close to North Road, especially in an area where there are no other houses very close to the road.  I also believe that the existing vegetation provides adequate screening.  The applicant will need to meet with the Board of Health, Conservation Commission and the Zoning Board of Appeals before obtaining a building permit.  
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
