Description of the proposed development:  Remodel and expand the existing single-family dwelling including the addition of a wrap-around, covered porch and build a new garage.  The bedroom count and existing septic system for the property will remain as is at five bedrooms.  The activity is in the Squibnocket Pond District and Atlantic Ocean Coastal District.  The Conservation Commission has approved the project as revised.  The maximum roof ridge height for the addition to the pre-existing, non-conforming house is 18 feet above mean natural grade.  The total footprint will increase from 1599 sq. ft. to 4087 sq. ft.

Findings and recommendations:  If an archaeological scrape must be performed on the expanded footprint, it should be coordinated with Randy Jardin of the Wampanoag Tribe before obtaining a building permit.  The new floor plans should be reviewed with the Board of Health.  No lawn irrigation will be installed.  All special conditions for the district as outlined in Section 12 of the zoning bylaws shall be followed.  It is recommended the owner pursue alternative systems such as composting toilets and solar panels.  The activity will have a minimal impact on the District.  If any changes are made to the design, the applicant shall return to the Site Review Committee.
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
