Description of the proposed development:  Renovate the existing dwelling as follows:  the existing footprint for the renovated sections will not change; the roof ridge height of the three existing house sections will raised approximately 8 inches for rigid insulation – the final roof ridge heights of these sections will be 15.3, 14.9 and 17.0 feet above mean, existing grade; a 285 sq. ft., 3-season porch with a roof ridge height of 18.7 ft. above mean, existing grade and 17.0 feet above mean natural grade will be added and approximately 50 sq. ft. of this addition is in the zoning shore zone; the patio will be squared off; two window wells will be added to allow for more light in the basement; an outdoor shower will be added.  The work is in the State Road Roadside District and the Nashaquitsa Pond Coastal District.
