Description of the proposed development:  1. Add two granite posts and an entrance gate to the driveway.  2.  Rebuild the pre-existing, non-conforming five-sided gazebo that does not meet the minimum setback distance from the lot line and has a closet, daybed and desk by:  stripping the building to it’s existing framing; re-sheath, re-shingle, re-roof, install a vapor barrier under the floor; the size, roof height and footprint will not change; new windows will be installed in the existing openings; no water, heat, insulation or A/C will be installed; power service will be maintained.  3.  Rebuild the existing boathouse by:  stripping the building to it’s existing framing; replace the exterior sheathing with natural, vertical wooden boards as currently exist and install a new roof.  The size, height and footprint of the structure will not change; new windows will be installed in the existing openings; no water, shower, heat, insulation or A/C will be installed; power service will be maintained; the exterior lighting will be improved to minimize night sky light pollution; the existing cinder-block foundation will remain as is.  4.  Replace the existing stairway down the bank to the dock and add a boardwalk.  No lighting will be installed on the stair, walkway or boardwalk.

Findings and recommendations:  After making a site visit the following was determined:  The applicant will need to meet with the following Boards before obtaining a building permit and return to the Site Review Committee if any changes in the proposed plan are made.  Meet with the Conservation Commission on all projects and the Board of Health on the re-built 5-sided gazebo project to determine if it qualifies as a bedroom.  If approved by the Conservation Commission no lights will be installed in the granite posts and entrance gate; no lights will be installed on the stairs, walkway and boardwalk; the exterior lighting on the boathouse will be improved to minimize the light pollution of the night sky—perhaps the down-lighting that is on the garage structure will suffice.  The Site Review Committee believes the existing stairway down the bank will suffice as it has for many years.  Perhaps the existing stringers can be used while replacing the stairs treads and hand rails.     
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
